The group will be open to all and will offer people who wish an opportunity to share their feelings and thoughts about what has happened.
Pilgrims Together during Lent
St Teresa’s

· On Sundays in Lent we have thematic masses based on the spirit of the reading of that day. The themes are taken from José Pagola’s Following in the Footsteps of Jesus – Meditations on the Gospels for Year A.
· On Fridays in Lent there is an evening mass at 7pm followed by the Stations of the Cross.

· Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament - on weekdays (except on Wednesdays) from 9 am to 10 am with Confessions on weekdays (except on Wednesdays) from 9.15am to 9.45am.

· Parish Lent groups are meeting at on Wednesday 7pm and Friday afternoon at 1.15pm – where people have an opportunity to share using the book Journey into Freedom. 
· Lenten Taizé Prayer – One of the essential elements of our Lenten Observance is PRAYER.  We would like to invite you to our TAIZE PRAYER every Thursday 7pm in the Church on the following dates: March 12, 19, 26 and April 2. Taize is a form of prayer that helps settle and dispose ourselves for God through chants and mantra.  Everyone is welcome to join.

· Each weekday (from Monday to Thursday) - Morning Prayer of the Church at 9.30am at St John’s

· On Wednesday mornings - Stations of the Cross at St John’s after the 10am Mass/Eucharistic Service.

· Each day there is Mass in either St Mary Magdalene’s or St John’s, normally at 10am.

· Each week there is Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament in both churches on one morning before Mass

· On Fridays there are Divine Mercy Devotions from 3-4pm at St John’s.
