[There are now 147 in the world, 

spread over five continents, including one here in Edinburgh, based in Leith and Restalrig].  

Amid the ancient trees, Philippe, Patrick, 

Jean and the others welcome us into their lives. If there are rules to break, they will be broken and if there is a truth to be 

told, they will tell it. Michel wants to share with us his war torn past, Andre is desperate for a date, and young David will 

prove himself a hero in the fight against the forces of evil.’
