When we live as a community,
attending to the needs of all
but with a special concern for
those experiencing the greatest
hardship, we are most like God,
who is Trinity and for whom
nobody is unimportant, unseen
or unloved. We act most like God
when we love, “for God so loved
the world that he gave his only
Son”. Love, by its very nature, can
do nothing else but give.
