Lent Reflections
This leaflet is written to help us as parishes to have a fruitful Lent and to prepare for the feast of Easter.

For each day of each week there is a verse from Scripture, taken from the daily Mass readings.  Read it first thing in the morning and recall it at odd moments throughout the day.  In the evening try to spend a few minutes reflecting on the day’s verse, listening to what God is revealing to us, both as parishioners and as individuals.

Do try to listen to the readings two or three times – even if you are on your own, read the words aloud – this will help you hear God’s’ word more clearly.

As a parish we pray that we may be purified and renewed over Lent, and that we maybe united in new life at Easter.
