Today’s Gospel reminds us that strength is
found in community and that the strongest
community is the community gathered around
Christ at its centre. Christ never changes. In
this Christ-centred community, members are
gathered to listen to Christ and to invite Christ
to listen to them, with sure confidence that

takes place in community contexts: in schools,

nurseries, colleges and universities. In
each of these places, learning takes place
alongside one'’s peers. Education has a
living social dimension, practised every
minute of every day.

Being part of a community, whether
an educating community or otherwise,
requires certain things. Selflessness is
important, thinking of the good of the
whole community, not just of oneself.
Personal honesty, reliability and a sense of
commitment matter.

Being able to listen is another important
prerequisite. If we do not listen, how do
we know the ideas of others? If we do
not listen, how do we know the needs
of others? How can we build an inclusive
community?

Open their hearts

On Education Sunday Jesus' words in
today’s Gospel remind us that in our
schools, where two or three are gathered
in my name, | am there among them”.
Education is about opening minds to
possibilities. But as we get older, we often
close our minds and hearts, afraid of
change or renewal. But following Christ
is a constant invitation to be open to the
Spirit. As Jesus says at the Last Supper,“The
